Do vyou have a horse that suffers from Sweet Itch?

A vaccine which is designed to prevent ringworm in horses has shown great promise (off
license) in recent years at also reducing the clinical signs of sweet itch.

The vaccine needs to be given before the horse develops seasonal symptoms of sweet itch
so it’s advised to have the first dose around early-mid February then another 2 weeks later.

The product needs to be imported from abroad and this takes time therefore we do need to
know in advance if this is something you are considering for your horse.

We use Faecal Worm Egg Counts (FWEC) during the spring - autumn months
to assess which horses require worming as the future of effective worm control relies on
the correct and responsible use of wormers combined with good pasture management.
